Discussion Questions

1. Instruction: Upon first reading the text, who does Paul single-out in his ‘rules’?  If Paul is not really giving any new directives to his readers (commonality with Jewish tradition and secular traditions) then why do you suppose he mentions this, and why these people groups?

Application: What is your initial response to these directives?  Why?  Are there personal experiences you have that immediately come to bear on this reaction?

2. Instruction: Context is very important.  What key truths about a Jesus follower are mentioned in previous chapters and verses that underlie these rules?

Application: How should these truths change the way a follower of Jesus is distinct from the surrounding culture?  

3. Instruction: What key truths are mentioned about Jesus in the surrounding verses and chapters?  Read Ephesians 5:25-27 – what has Jesus done FOR the Church?

Application: How do Jesus and the Gospel change the way we view submission? Love? Leadership? Obedience?

4. Spend time praying that God, through the Gospel, would change the way you relate to family, co-workers, bosses, and friends.  As you pray, pray for specific names and how you could love those people in action.
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
