Discussion Questions

1. Instruction & Discussion on Colossians 4:2-4:  What does Paul urge us to pray about and how does this kind of time with God impact us? How can time with God like this get us “on mission” together?
     Application:  What do you most often pray about? Which of these most closely expresses your prayer experience with God: a) excited, but keeping it to myself; b) so excited I am looking for “open doors” that God is moving people so I can invite them to meet Jesus; c) it’s old hat, I tend to take it for granted, and it’s feels like too much trouble to try to get others to believe in Jesus?

2. Instruction & Discussion on Colossians 4:4: Does Paul take it for granted that he will tell people about Jesus clearly? What step does Paul urge us to do to get ready to tell others about Jesus?

     Application:  How would you explain to someone how to put their trust in Jesus? Pair up, and explain to your partner what a Christian is and how to become someone who trusts in Jesus.

3. Instruction & Discussion on Colossians 4:5-6: What does it mean to be wise toward those who are outside of trusting in Jesus? What “do’s and don’ts would you suggest? How can you make the most of the opportunities you have? What does it look like and sound like to have your conversation full of grace, seasoned with salt? Do you have to sound like a know-it-all if you have an answer for everyone?

     Application: What can you do this week to go on mission together? How could you genuinely and appropriately initiate conversations with others about Jesus? 

4. Memorization: Read Psalm 119:9,11. Would you consider memorizing and meditating upon Colossians 4:2-6 this week? Ask someone to call or text you a few times this week to follow up on this exercise of seeking God by faith in His word.
